We were transported from the 
yacht on the island of Raiatea  
to a local boat wharf, and taken 
by skiff to an over-water reef 
house. Our group was met with 
cold Hinano (local) beer and 
fresh slices of coconut, to 
further herald our arrival  
to this outpost of stunning,  
360 degree beauty. Our guide, 
Summer Rotu, a San Diego 
native who manages Anapa 
Pearl Farm, then gave us a 
lesson in how pearls are farmed, 
what goes in to creating such 
lovely and unique jewelry, and 
how the cultivation of black 
pearls is a major part of the 
economy in French Polynesia. 

Summer then outfitted our 
small group with snorkel 
equipment, and we were set 
loose to explore the under- 
ground workings of a pearl farm. 
Summer then announced the 
most exciting game of “hide and 

seek” we’d ever played: she’d 
hidden four oysters, all which 
might contain a black pearl, 
around the reef house. We 
dove, splashed, and delighted  
in finding our oysters, eager  
to see what was inside. 

The pearl grafter (who works to 
inseminate oysters and harvest 
their pearls) then opened our 
treasures, and we were all 
delighted at what we found.  
Our pearls were beautiful,  
many quite large and unique  
in their coloring with the rarest 
of “bronzes” eliciting many 
oooh’s and aaah’s.

Kobe is also the gateway to Mount Rokko, 
accessible by antique cable car, and the 
outdoor hot springs of Arima Onsen.

Haines is one of the best places for hiking, 
fishing and wildlife viewing, especially bald 
eagles.

Take in other cultural offerings in Haines 
including the Alaska Indian Arts Center 
where traditional craftsmen demonstrate 
their work, the Sheldon Museum & Cultural 
Center featuring local Tlingit people, the 
Hammer Museum, and the Tsirku Canning 
Company Museum with memories of 
Haines’ salmon canneries.

DAY 7 • SCENIC CRUISING TRACY 
ARM OR ENDICOTT ARM, AL ASK A
Follow ice debris up stunningly beautiful 
Tracy Arm, a fjord that terminates at the 
twin Sawyer Glaciers. Sheer mountain 
peaks loom above you and waterfalls stream 
off the rocky cliffs. Mountain goats look 
down from above and harbor seals with their 
pups watch from ice floes below. Our small 
ship is much more maneuverable than larger 
ships, giving us a better chance of reaching 
all the way up the passage. When weather 
and ice conditions permit, we’ll watch ice 

calve off the glacier’s face. If ice blocks 
Tracy Arm, we’ll cruise the broader 
Endicott Arm with similar scenery.

DAY 8 • SITK A , AL ASK A
This humble port city was once the capital 
of Russian America, and was where the 
official transfer of Alaska took place in 1867. 
Explore the Russian and Tlingit cultures that 
influenced its growth, capture an iconic 
photo of the Russian Orthodox church,  
or head to the Alaska Raptor Center for  
a close-up look at bald eagles and other  
birds of prey.

DAY 9 • MIST Y FJORDS, AL ASK A
John Muir first viewed Misty Fjords by 
cedar canoe, comparing it to his beloved 
Yosemite. And today it looks much as it  
did back then, one of the last places on 
earth where you can explore vast swaths of 
rugged, remote area untouched by humans. 
With silt-blue lakes, silvery waterfalls, and 
snowcapped peaks, you’ll get a postcard 
picture literally everywhere you turn, 
depending on the weather of course. Get 
even closer on an optional Windstar 
Signature Expedition Zodiac tour.

DAY 10 • KETCHIK AN, AL ASK A
Ketchikan is some 3 miles long but only a 
few blocks wide, squeezed between Tongass 
Narrows and the steep slopes of Deer 
Mountain.

DAY 8 • SCENIC CRUISING  
HUBBARD GL ACIER, AL ASK A
Hubbard Glacier is the largest tidewater 
glacier on the North American continent  
at 76 miles long, 7 miles wide and  
30 stories tall at its face. It calves about 
every 15 minutes and was named after 
Gardiner Hubbard, the founder of the 
National Geographic Society.

DAY 9 • SCENIC CRUISING POINT 
ADOLPHUS AND ICY STRAIT POINT 
(HOONAH), AL ASK A
Every summer humpback whales make the 
3,000-mile journey from Hawaii to Alaska 
to feast on krill and schooling fish and one  
of the very best places to see them is off 
Point Adolphus. Humpbacks aren’t the only 
mammals attracted to these nutrient-rich 
waters, either. On an excursion from  
Icy Strait Point you can search for Alaskan 
coastal brown bears – the Spasski River 
valley is famous for having one of the highest 
densities of coastal brown bears in the world.

DAY 10 • SCENIC CRUISING TRACY 
ARM OR ENDICOTT ARM, AL ASK A
Like a trail of bread crumbs we follow ice 
debris up Tracy Arm, a 30-mile-long fjord 
that terminates at the twin Sawyer Glaciers. 
If weather and ice conditions permit,  
we reach the terminus and watch an 
unforgettable show as enormous slabs of  
ice calve off the glacier’s face. If ice blocks 
our way, we’ll cruise the broader Endicott 
Arm where Dawes Glacier awaits.

DAY 11 • HAINES, AL ASK A
This quaint little town on North America’s 
longest fjord borders 20 million acres of 
protected wilderness. Outdoor adventures 
are obviously high on the list here, from 
kayak and raft trips to photo safaris. But 
you can also pass a very pleasant day just 
strolling the streets, meeting the locals,  
and browsing shops filled with Native Tlingit 
arts and crafts.

DAY 12 • JUNEAU, AL ASK A
Tiny Juneau is only reachable by air or sea 
– and odd circumstance for a state capital. 
But oh, what scenery! Whether you go 
whale watching in Gastineau Channel or 
soar over the Boundary Range and its 
glaciers by helicopter, there’s no “wrong” 
way to spend your day.

DAY 13 • PETERSBURG, AL ASK A
Alaska’s Little Norway was founded  
more than 100 years ago by Norwegian 
fishermen and while it’s still a fishing town 
today, it’s a fishing town with a difference. 
The town still has a strong Norwegian 
identity and is surprisingly passionate about 
the arts. Walls are decorated with murals, 
sidewalks have decorative brass inlays, and 
traditional Norwegian rosemaling adorns 
windows, doors and shutters.

DAY 14 • WRANGELL , AL ASK A 
An impressive collection of totem poles 
highlights the town and Chief Shakes Island 
– well worth the short walk over a foot

bridge. Stroll up to Petroglyph Beach State 
Historic Park to see 1,000-year-old rock 
carvings or earn your bear badge at the 
Anan Wildlife Observatory where viewing 
platforms let you watch bears chow down 
on spawning salmon.

DAY 15 • PRINCE RUPERT, AL ASK A
Picturesque Prince Rupert, located on  
Kaien Island, just north of the mouth of the 
Skeena River is rich in culture and heritage. 
Prince Rupert was founded in 1910 on a site 
that has been inhabited by First Nations 
people for over 10,000 years. The area is rich 
with wildlife like whales, eagles, salmon and 
grizzly bears. 

DAY 16 • SCENIC CRUISING 
CANADIAN INSIDE PASSAGE
Dense spruce forests and a labyrinth of 
hump-backed islands seem to merge and 
part magically as we round each bend.  
Aside from the beauty of the scenery,  
it’s entertaining to watch as life goes on — 
fishing boats fish, sailboats sail, orcas make 
the occasional appearance as they hunt for 
their dinner. Yours will be served hot with 
fine wine and good company.

DAY 17 • VANCOUVER, BC, CANADA
Arrive in Vancouver a changed person  
after your voyage through the Alaskan 
wilderness. Bid farewell to your traveling 
companions and the crew of Star Breeze, 
then turn your attention to exploring this 
fair city in the time you have remaining.

700 years with dusty medieval remedies 
still lining the shelves.

DAY 7 • SPLIT, CROATIA
When Roman Emperor Diocletian  
decided to retire, he chose a spot that 
offered the best of both worlds — a 
beautifully scenic resort setting, and 
proximity to the urban pleasures of ancient 
Salona.

In Akureyri, a major fishing port 
close to the Arctic Circle, is 
where you can ride an Icelandic 
horse — a distinct breed and  
a top experience for visitors to  
the country. The 2-hour tour 
includes one hour on a guided 
horseback ride along the 
Eyjafjordur River with a view of 
surrounding mountains. Viking 
settlers brought this breed of 
horse to the island between  
860 and 935 CE. They used 
them for transportation, to plow 
fields, and to transport wares. 

No other horses are allowed  
on the island, and if an Icelandic 
horse leaves the island, it cannot 
return. It’s a unique breed and 
Icelanders are especially proud 
of it. The Icelandic horse is 

generally 56 inches tall, broad  
at the withers with muscular 
legs. It’s considered the purest 
breed of horse in the world. 

Horses are still a big part of life 
in Iceland. Many races are held 
throughout the country. In the 
winter, events are held on frozen 
bodies of water. Regular shows 
are held which focus on the 
quality of the breed and farmers 
in the highlands still use them  
to round up sheep. But most 
horses are used for leisure riding 
like the tour in Akureyri and  
in competitions.

PASSAGE CONTRACT: All cruises are provided subject to the terms of the 
Windstar Cruises Passage Contract, found at http://bit.ly/2puTq7y and which 
contains important, comprehensive additional terms governing your cruise  
with us including among other things limits on claims and liability, resolution  
of claims, etc. For passengers who book cruises through a UK or EU travel 
advisor, a modified version of the passage contract will apply, referred to  
as the Conditions of Carriage, as provided by your travel advisor.

CRUISE ONLY FARES: Your fare includes ocean transportation, stateroom  
or suite accommodations, and all meals and entertainment on board the yacht. 
Not included, however, are items of a personal nature, such as alcoholic 
beverages, laundry, transfers prior to or after your cruise, or optional programs  
or activities.

DEPOSIT AND FINAL PAYMENT REQUIREMENTS: Immediate deposit  
of 15% of cruise fare, hotel, and non-discountable amounts is required within  
3 days of booking to secure a reservation.

LATE BOOKING POLICY: On bookings within 45 days of departure,  
Windstar Cruises requires final payment before we can initiate the process of 
requesting hotel and/or air space. We are unable to make air or hotel requests  
on bookings within 14 days of departure or transfer requests on bookings within  
7 days of departure. Additionally, Windstar Cruises will advise you of the status  
of the booking request within five (5) working days of receipt of final payment.  
If your request is confirmed, electronic tickets will be sent via email. If we are 
unable to confirm your late booking all monies paid to Windstar will be refunded  
in full. Changes or additions to the cruise package (e.g. transfers, special services, 
gifts, or onboard packages) cannot be made within seven (7) days of departure  
and should be requested once you are on board the yacht.

CANCELLATION POLICY: Each booking cancelled before 120 days prior to 
travel will be subject to a $50 per person cancellation fee. A full refund (except 
for the amounts paid for air, a Cancellation Protection Plan, and the $50 per 
person fee) will be made for written cancellations received by Windstar Cruises 
at least 121 days prior to the date on which you are to commence travel by any 
mode of transportation booked through Windstar Cruises (sea or land air travel  
is non-refundable once purchased). Guests who cancel after that date for any 
reason, including medical or family reasons, are subject to the following 
cancellation schedule:

Agency fees of any nature are a matter to be decided on solely by the agency 
and guests. Windstar Cruises contracts are non-transferable. Name changes and 
departure date changes are considered reservation cancellations/re-bookings and 
are subject to cancellation fees. Changes require the prior approval of Windstar 
and may not always be possible. Guests who purchased the Travel Protection 
Plan must submit a claim through Aon to receive a refund or credit of 
cancellation fees as determined by the insurer.

If you or Windstar cancels a tour or shore excursion more than 5 business days 
prior to your cruise departure date, you will be issued a credit on the credit card 
you used to pay for your shore excursion reservation. For any cancellations less 
than 5 days before departure but before the cancellation deadline you will 
receive an onboard credit where your refund will show up as a credit to your 
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shipboard account. If the credit is not fully utilized during your cruise, the 
balance will be credited back to your credit card by the yacht’s purser.

REFUND POLICY AND INSTRUCTIONS: If Windstar Cruises delays your 
cruise for more than 3 calendar days or cancels your cruise, and you choose not 
to travel on the delayed cruise or do not accept an alternative cruise, you are 
entitled to a refund of cruise fare and charges for accommodations, services  
and facilities (including port fees, taxes and other ancillary fees paid to Windstar 
Cruises) for the delayed or cancelled cruise. If you booked your cruise directly 
with Windstar Cruises, to claim a refund please submit a copy of the booking 
confirmation, proof of payment, and a copy of the delay or cancellation  
notice by email to info@windstarcruises.com within 90 days of the original 
embarkation date of your delayed or cancelled cruise. You may also contact  
us at 800-258-7245 (Monday through Friday from 9:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m.

If you booked through a travel advisor, please contact your advisor for assistance. 
We will review the refund request and respond by email within 180 days of the 
date you or your travel advisor submits your claim. If you are entitled to a refund, 
Windstar Cruises reserves the right to offer you future cruise credits as an 
alternative to a refund, but you are free to require a cash refund instead.

ADDITIONAL DEFINITIONS: “Yacht” or “Ship” refers to the vessel that will 
provide the ocean transportation portion of the cruise. “Cruise” refers to the 
specific cruise purchased by you, and shall include periods during which you are 
embarking or disembarking the Yacht or are on shore while the Yacht is in port. 
“Initial Departure” means the time at which you first begin transit by any means 
of transport booked by us (including air transportation) for the purpose of taking 
the Cruise. “Windstar Air Package” refers to air transportation booked for you 
by Windstar Cruises to enable you to travel to and from your Cruise. “Windstar 
Land Package” includes any shore activity before or after the Cruise or ashore 
during the Cruise arranged for you by us in connection with your Cruise.

PROHIBITED ITEMS; DRUG & ALCOHOL RESTRICTIONS; BAGGAGE: 
The following are strictly prohibited on the Ship and during all aspects of the 
Cruise, Windstar Land Package, and shore excursions: radioactive materials, 
recreational and medicinal marijuana and other controlled substances under  
USA law (see United States DEA Drug Schedules at www.dea.gov/druginfo/
ds.shtml) or any under any foreign jurisdiction the Ship enters (except lawfully 
obtained and transported prescription drugs other than marijuana), firearms, 
ammunition, weapons, fireworks, aerial drones, illicit or hazardous materials,  
hand irons, water heaters, and candles.

Passengers may consume these permitted outside beverages in public areas on 
the Ship, but a small corkage fee (approximately US$15 + 15% gratuity) will  
be applied to the passenger’s onboard account.

We do not accept to carry as baggage or assume any liability for any loss of  
or damage to or delay of trade goods, household goods or furniture, perishable 
items, medicine, liquor, cash, credit or debit cards, jewelry, gems, gold, silver, 
precious metals, art, collectibles or similar valuables, securities, financial 
instruments, records, or other valuable or business documents, computers, 
cellular telephones, cameras, hearing aids, electric wheelchairs, scooters, or other 
video or electronic equipment, binoculars, film, videotape, computer disks, audio 
disks, tapes, DVDs or CDs, or other articles specified in 46 U.S. Code Section 
30503. These items should not be left unattended about the Ship or your cabin, 
nor should they be left unattended on other vessels, railcars, taxis, or other 
vehicles or in hotels, nor placed in luggage other than a bag that you carry with 
you. In addition, we do not assume any liability for any loss of or damage to 
carry-on baggage on the Ship or on the other means of transportation or in 
hotels. The Ship and certain hotels may be equipped with cabin or room safes  
or safe-deposit boxes in the Ship’s or hotel’s Front Office; using these facilities 
will not, however, increase our liability as provided in the Passage Contract.

Non-Windstar Cruises 
Services are solely at your risk and subject to the terms or arrangements made  
by you. Windstar Cruises assumes no responsibility with respect to these 
non-Windstar Cruises Services including delay, injury, death, or damage to 
property. Situations may arise that, in the opinion of Windstar Cruises, make  
it necessary for Windstar Cruises to cancel, advance, or postpone a scheduled 
departure, change itineraries, or make substitutions involving ports of call, other 
travel components, vessels, or other modes of transportation. These situations 
may include, by way of example, concerns regarding weather conditions,  
issues involving safety matters, alternative business arrangements, or charters 
resulting in the decision to withdraw a Cruise from public sale, or requirements 
of governmental authorities. If this should occur, Windstar Cruises does not 
assume responsibility or liability for any losses, inconvenience, or expenses 
incurred -by guests as a result. Please see the Windstar Cruises Passage 
Contract for further details.

PUBLIC HEALTH, COVID-19 PRACTICES & PROCEDURES, 
UNDERSTANDING & KNOWING ACCEPTANCE OF RISKS OF TRAVEL: 
(a) COVID-19 and Other Communicable Disease Policies and Procedures. 
Passenger understands that Windstar Cruises’ COVID-19 and other 
communicable disease policies and procedures may or will include (but are not be 
limited to): (1) providing an accurate, truthful and complete health questionnaire 
in a form and containing any and all health or travel-related questions as required 
by Windstar Cruises in its sole discretion, for each Passenger prior to boarding; 
(2) pre-embarkation and/or periodic testing and temperature checks of each 
Passenger followed by a period of isolation until test results are available;  
(3) modified capacity rules for activities, which may limit or eliminate the ability 
of Passenger to participate in particular activities; (4) mandatory use by each 
Passenger of face coverings in most locations outside of the Passenger’s cabin 
while onboard, during embarkation, disembarkation and shore excursions;

Passenger will be responsible for all related costs and fines, including 
without limitation travel expenses and for proper travel documentation for  
any port, or for departure from or arrival to Passenger’s country of residence. 
Under no circumstances shall Windstar Cruises have any other liability for  
any compensation or other damages or expenses whatsoever incurred by any 
Passenger as a result of such denial of boarding, refusal to re-board, quarantine, 
disembarkation, or other steps taken by Windstar Cruises.

(c) Passenger Health Screening Pre-Cruise. Passenger agrees that Windstar 
Cruises may conduct pre-embarkation screening for COVID-19 and other 
communicable illness.

Passengers requiring the use of a wheelchair must provide their own wheelchair 
(that must be of a size and type that can be accommodated on the Ship), which 
should be confirmed at the time of the reservation. Passenger acknowledges that 
standard cabins are not designed to be barrier free and wheelchair accessible.

If Windstar Cruises exercises its rights to deny boarding, Passenger shall have no 
claim against Windstar Cruises whatsoever, and Windstar Cruises shall have no 
liability for refund, compensation loss or damages of Passenger, including but  
not limited to any expenses incurred by Passenger for accommodations  
or repatriation.

FARES, NON-DISCOUNTABLE AMOUNTS, TAXES, FEES, PORT 
EXPENSES, AND SURCHARGES: Windstar Cruises reserves the right not  
to honor any published prices that it determines were erroneous due to printing, 
electronic, or clerical error. Each Cruise fare includes a Non-Discountable 
Amount. That portion of the fare is both non-commissionable to travel 
professionals and not subject to reduction in the event of a percentage discount 
promotion, 2-for-1 promotion, or otherwise. If cost factors dictate the need for 
fare increases, Windstar Cruises may do so at any time prior to departure. 
Guests can cancel (without paying a cancellation fee) rather than accept a  
fare increase. Suggested onboard gratuities are extra.

Taxes, Fees & Port Expenses, as used by us, may include, without limitation, all  
or a portion of all fees, charges, tolls, and taxes imposed on us by governmental 
or quasi-governmental authorities, as well as third party fees and charges arising 
from a vessel’s presence in a harbor or port.

BAGGAGE CHARGES; AIR TAXES AND FEES: We cannot make or confirm 
seat assignments, special meals, or other special services. Your travel agent may 
assist with these arrangements.
